It will focus on the National Qualifications Framework (NQF) Level 2-5 learnership. This is based on essential aspects of precision mechanical engineering, electronics, and computer design systems used to control and automate mechanical products with electrical signals.

Certificate holders will be able to gain entry to highly-skilled sectors such as mechanical and electrical engineering, pneumatics and hydraulics, robotics, Programmable Logic Controllers (PLCs), Computer Numeric Control (CNC), industrial Information Technology (IT), the automotive sector, and also precision welding.

As a sign of EM’s commitment to developing the leaders of tomorrow that South African industry requires to usher in Industry 4.0, the company is offering a limited number of bursary applications for the Mechatronics Academy NQF 2-5 learnership programme.
